May 5 
meeting 

Highlights  

 

 

The highlight 
of May’s meeting was a lecture by local historian 
Ed Gentry.  Ed discussed the now defunct 
Interurban electric railroad that ran between 
Kansas City and the outer areas, including to St. 
Joseph and Excelsior Springs.  Interurban Road, 
a route often used on our driving tours, follows 
much of the old right away. If you travel from Kansas 
City to St. Joseph, Missouri, along Interstate 29 you 
would cross  the old rail bed of The Kansas City, Clay 
County, and St. Joseph Interurban Railway several times.  
The Interurban existed from 1913 until 1933 when, you 
guessed, the popularity of the individually owned motor 
car . . But at the height of their profitability, passenger 
receipts topped the $1,000,000  with net profits of over 
$450,000.   

Ed spoke of his passion in saving the pieces of history 
from this unique period in our history heritage, and of his 
part in saving the Todd Creek bridge.  This bridge, which 
is a beautiful double arched bridge, was originally 
scheduled to be demolished when a new bridge was built 
along side of it.   

Ed also discussed the history of the remaining cars that 
were eventually sold upon the demise of the enterprise.  
Many cars ended up used as housing and sheds, with 
one ending up in a museum on the east coast.  Anther 
car was modified and is now in use as a restaurant in the 
lower level of Crown Center shopping Center!  Next time 
you pass by “The Street Car Named Desire”, take a 
better look! But the most unique example still in existence 
is one that was actually built into the inside of a house in 
the northland.  Car #43 is in danger of being destroyed 
when the house surrounding it is demolished, but thanks 
to Ed, the fight to save it is just beginning.  Hopefully he 
will be able to muster the public support to save this 
unique piece of history.

Wink’s Tech Tip  –  
Ken Winkinhofer, Tech Advisor 

Breaking Loose  
 
One of the common problems one faces when working 
on or restoring old machinery is frozen or rusted on 
bolts.  Before doing anything else, clean up the bolt head 
and surrounding area as much as possible.. A wire 
brush will do the job in no time. Make sure any exposed 
thread is cleaned up.  
Basics  - Odd as it may sound, one way to successfully 

loosen a nut is to tighten it slightly, which helps to 
break the joint that has formed between the two 
pieces.  Another old faithful is the candle wax trick. 
Heat the bolt up a little and touch an old candle or 
a piece of beeswax to it.  The heat will melt the 

wax and suck it into the threads, making it easier 
(theoretically) to remove.  Cola is also supposed to 
break up rust, but I’ve never had much luck with it 
myself.  
Penetrating Fluid – WD40, PB Blaster, Gunk Liquid 
Wrench, etc Spray it on liberally, wait a while (the longer 
the better) and then gently rock the nut or bolt back and 
forth.  This is usually more effective than the strong arm 
approach. Sometimes you will need to repeat this step 
several times, and even let it soak overnight.  Excessive 
muscle will just break off a bolt and make things worse.  
Sometimes it helps to heat the bolt 
with a torch and then apply the 
penetrating fluid.  Just be 
cautious , gasoline based motors 
and flames do not always make the best partners.  
Soaking  – If you can soak the rusted part, you just place 
them in a container and let them soak.  There are some 
new rust removers on the market based on sugar beets.  
One that is available locally at auto part stores is “evapo-
rust”. These products are non-toxic, no fumes and 

biodegradable.  They remove the rust, but 
doesn’t affect paint, plastic, or metal, leaving 
the part clean and free.  This is often enough to 
free up the rust.  I have had to soak it, rock the 
bolts a little to loosen them a little, and then re-
soak so the fluid can wick down into the 

threads better.  

Heat - Heating the bolt can help break the bond and 
usually allows for easy extraction.  BE 
CAREFUL!  Using a torch under or around your 
vehicle can be dangerous.  Make sure you are 
aware of the surrounding area.  An acetylene 
torch usually works the best.  High heat that 
can quickly heat the stuck bolt will give the best 
results and will avoid heating the surrounding 
area.  

Freeze – I have had a lot of luck using a product called 
“Freeze off”.  This does exactly what it’s name implies, 
making the metal extremely cold, causing it to shrink 
apart and separate.  I hear you can get a similar effect 
by using a can of compressed air upside down.   This 
method works extremely well when first heating the part 
with a torch, and then heating the bolt or nut with the 
freezing compound.  
Cutting - Sometimes, a bolt just refuses to come out.   In 
rare instances, you can just cut the bolt, and let it drop 
out but you can't cut a bolt that threads into something 
that can't be removed.  But sometimes you can to cut off 
a bolt head to separate pieces and access to the shaft of 
the bolt.   
Extractors – These are used more with bolts that have 

the head sheared off.  With an 
extractor, you drill a hole in the stuck bolt 

and insert the tool, and then back out the broken shaft.  
The extractor. is reverse threaded to pull into the drilled 
bolt. Be careful not to use too much force as a broken 
extractor is near impossible to drill out.  
Nut Splitters – You can use the old fashioned cold 
chisel and hammer or buy one of the new tools.  
These tool are fitted around the nut and then 
using a wrench, a blade is forced into the side 
of the nut usually causing the nut to break. It 
doesn’t’ save your nuts and bolts, but does 
remove the rusted part so it can be replace.   
Electrolytic Rust Removal  - For those of you that want 
to get a little creative, it’s fairly simple to build a small 
setup for removing rust with electricity.  I plan on putting 
instructions for this set up in next months issue. 
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It was a small turnout after being rescheduled due to 
snow, but 4 members made the show!  1 Tudor, 2 
Shays, and Malcolm brought his newly re-painted green 
Dart (not a Model A, but a cool car never the less).   
 
There were many admirers, and Mark, one of the show 
organizers even called his Dad on his cell phone to tell 
him about the cool old Tudor sitting there.   It reminded 
him of the one he used to own.  We hear that a lot, but I 
never get tired of talking to people who still love these 
cars after all these years!

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The Model A horn should make a strong “AH OO 
GAH”.   

The horn requires little attention provided the 
battery, wiring and horn button are operating 
satisfactorily.  Occasionally place a few drops of 
light oil on each end of the armature shaft.  

If the horn persist in not sounding up to par you 
should clean the commutator.  Hold a piece of fine 
sandpaper against the commutators while the motor 
is revolving to remove any corrosion or particles of 
carbon from the brushes.  Never use metal on the 
commutators. 

Clean the spring contacts where the wire leads 
attach with fine sandpaper to remove any corrosion 
that may exist there.   

Adjust the horn by turning the adjusting screw on 
the back of the horn for best sound.

Wool styled cottons sponsor novelty stripe and check patterns 
as well as woven diagonal, chevron and herringbone effects.   
Then there are rough crinkled surfaced cottons; these include 
matelasses and crepe treatments, all new and distinctive for 
dresses, jackets and coats. 
Novelty cottons offer variations of the more familiar fabrics. 
There are slubyarn and chenille surfaced fabrics, leno and 
drop stitch effects.  
Cottons for Daytime: Dresses and suits are favorites for 
daytime wear.  For tailored school dresses, wool effect 
cottons, pique, corded fabrics, slubyarn cottons, novelty 
seersuckers and ginghams offer variety.  For dressmaker 
types, crepes, prints, novelty fabrics and sheers embroidered, 
plain or printed are favored.  For blouses, choose plain or 
novelty pique, leno fancies, dimity, dotted swiss or 
embroidered sheers. 
Cottons for Afternoon or Evening: Here, both sheers and 
heavier versions are important.  Voiles, muslins, and lawns are 
available in plan or leno weaves with woven, printed or 
embroidered designs.  Novelty dotted swiss, organdie in plain, 
crinkled, printed or embroidered in gay multicolor floral 
motifs, net or lace are charming for commencement and 
formal evening wear.  Pique, broadcloth and rep are used for 
sportsy dance frocks.   
Fashion Forecast: It is the consensus of opinion of fashion 
leaders here and abroad, that cottons will be more prominent 
than ever this season.  Their beauty, their suitability for all 
types of costumes, the fact that they may be easily laundered 
and that interesting cottons will be found in all priced goods, 
assures their acceptance.

If you  have a 
computer, got to www.Markhaywardismyhero.com and read 
more!   The author, Mark Hayward, has a way of articulating 
the joys and frustrations we all have when working on our cars, 
Mark has written often on his blog about his trials and 
tribulation in getting his new old car running. I hope you enjoy 
this article as much as I did!)  

 Last week I took the radiator off my Model A Ford because the 
fan broke and cut a hole in the back of it. Yeah, I was pretty 
happy about that. I had known for a while that I needed a new 
ratchet nut for the crankshaft pulley on the front of the engine, 
so I ordered a new one a while back. I was just waiting until the 
next time I had the radiator off to install it. Now I had my 
chance. 

There is a special tool that you can buy to remove the ratchet 
nut, but I figured that I could get it without the tool once the 
radiator was off. It turns out that I was wrong. The ratchet nut is 
nestled into the concave center of the pulley, and you can’t 
reach it with a normal crescent wrench. Besides that, the old nut 
on my car is actually a different size, so the special tool 
wouldn’t have worked anyway. My two options as I saw them 
were to go out and buy an expensive tool that I would probably 
never use again, or go over to the garage across the street and 
see if one of their guys might come over and pop the nut off for 
me. 

I went over, talked to Ernie, and told him I was having trouble 
trying to get a part off of my old car. Initially he wasn’t all that 
friendly, he told me that they don’t do any mobile service, and it 
seemed that I might be out of luck. The ratchet nut is a really 
odd-looking little item, it’s kind of like a regular bolt, but it has 
four shark-fin shaped teeth in a circle sticking out of the top. I 
had brought it along on purpose just in case I needed it to help 
me out in my task. I pulled it out of my pocket and showed 
Ernie when he asked me what I was trying to take off the car. 
He looked at it, very puzzled, and said, “What the hell are you 
working on?” 

“A 1930 Model A Ford.” 

There was a long pause. “Well… let’s see what I’ve got in 
here.” 

I didn’t actually know what he was getting at since he had 
already told me that they weren’t going to come over. He 
started digging through some filthy, grease-covered tool 
drawers that no longer opened very well, and pulled out some 
enormous sockets.  

 

It took quite a while for me to fully get across to Ernie what I 
needed since the new ratchet nut was 1 3/8�  and the one I had to 
remove was 1 5/16� , and it took even longer for him to find 
them, but eventually he had the tools I needed.  

I suspected at this point that he was going to let me borrow the 
tools, but I still wasn’t really sure because mechanics NEVER 
let anyone borrow their tools. As he handed them to me he said, 
“I gotta respect anyone who will work on a car that is that 
f***ing old.” I offered to leave my license as collateral, but as 
long as I was quick about it, he wasn’t worried. But he did ask 
me not to tell anyone that he loaned me tools. 

I went back to my garage, and found that I had to take even 
more stuff off the car just to get the socket to fit into the pulley, 
but it was the right tool for the job. I had hoped that I would just 
be able to pop the old nut off right away, and be back with 
Ernie’s tools in a matter of minutes, but of course, I couldn’t get 
the stupid thing off. To make it worse, the ratchet nut is on the 
end of the crankshaft, so that when I would torque the wrench 
the car would start to back out of the garage. It was very 
frustrating, and since this wasn’t working, I truly didn’t know 
what else I could do. I was sweaty, tired, and my hands hurt 
from cranking on the wrench so hard. The only other option was 
something that Devin had suggested. He thought that it might 
take the sudden force of an impact wrench to get the nut loose, 
but I didn’t have one, and there was no way I was going to go 
and drop that much cash. It was extra frustrating because I was 
under the gun to get the car running again before the upcoming 
car show that weekend. 

I finally decided that improper use of tools and violence was my 
only option… don’t tell Ernie. I put the socket and wrench in 
place on the ratchet nut, got out my 2.5 pound Deadblow mallet, 
and gave the wrench handle a few good whacks. That did it. In 
fact, it worked so well, and so immediately, that it seemed like 
maybe this was what I should’ve done from the get go. 

I wanted to thank Ernie for his help. Of course I could offer to 
pay him, but I didn’t have much cash, and that didn’t feel like 
the right way to repay the favor anyway.
