BY-LAWS

for theregulation, except as otherwise provided by

statute or its Articles of Incorporation, of the

ARTICLE
NAME

The name of this organization shdl bethe MODEL A FORD CLUB OF AMERICA, and its prindpal
office shdl bein OrangeCounty, California.

ARTICLE I
PURPOSES

Thepurpo<= of thisassodation shdl be

SECTION 1. To serve as a medium of exchange of idess, information and parts for admirers of the
Modd A Ford car, andto aid them in ther efforts to restore and preserve thecar in its origind likeness.
This Club will exercise general supevision, assistance, direction, and contral, to its members in their
restoration process.

SECTION 2. To unite in a central organization al owne's of Modd A Fords who are interested in
restoring and maintaining the automobile in a manna to attract prestige and respect within the
community, and it shdl furthe be the pumpos of this club to hdp these owne's become better
acquanted, encourage and maintain among its members the spirit of goodfellowship, sodality, andfair
play throughthe spon®red activitiesinduding theuse of theModd A Ford and family participation.

SECTION 3. Theassodation shdl benoncommercial, nonsectarian, and non-partisan.

ARTICLE I
MEMBERS

SECTION 1. Classes of Membership and Rights, The Club shdl have two classes of membership B
Family Members and Life Members.

(a) Family Member: Theclubisfamily oriented. Thefamily isdefined asaprincpd plusthose
persons induding dependents unde the age of 21, living in the same houshold. A family can congst
of an individud, an individud acting as a single paent, a couple, married or unmarried; or some
combinaion of pesonsliving togeher in goodfaith asafamily.

(b) Life Member: Thos deserving specia recognition for thar dedication to MAFCA through
thar significant, continuing, and unusid efforts for the betterment of the hobbymay beawarded aLife
Membership by the Board of Directors. Each recipient shdl receive MAFCA membership for his or
her lifetime at nocharge Therecipient shdl have the same rights as a Family Member.

(c) Rights: A Family Member is entitled to two (2) votes, a one year subscription to the
publication known as The Restorer, two (2) membership cards a copy of the membership roger (at a
fee if required), notice of the club® activities, and the right to participae in club competition for
awards
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SECTION 2. Requirements:

Requirements for membership shdl not indst upon actud possession of a Modd A Ford.
Merely an interest in the objectives of the Club, adesire to take an active part in the Club activities, and
an acceptance of its Purpose. An applicant mug be of goodcharacter asto be of bendfit to the Cluband
its fundionsand objectives and must display sincerity of pumpose. An applicant for membership must
remit theannud dues with his application.

SECTION 3. Dues:

(@) The Board of Directors may determine from time to time the amount of initiation fees, if
any, and dues payable to the Club by members on an annud basis. The Membership Year shall renew
annudly on Januay 1 and dues shdl be payable in advance on the 1st day of Januay each year. New
members joining during the calenda year and members currently renewing membership on adae other
tha Januay 1 will pay prorated dues as determined by the Board to allow the partial calenda year
membership to renew on January 1. Thoe members, active at thetime of adopton of this article, shall
have a membership year coinddent with thecalenda year.

(b) Dues shdl be payable in advance on thefirst day of the Membership Year for all members.
Payment of such dues shal entitle the member to the rights and privileges for one full year as a
member.

(c) When any member shdl bein default in the payment of dues, higher membership and rights
shdl beterminaed in the manne provided in Section 4 of this Article.

SECTION 4. Terminaion of Membership:

The Boad of Directors, by affirmative vote of two-thirdsof all the members of the Board, may
sugpend or expd a member for cause after an appropriate hearing, and may, by a majority vote of those
present at any regularly congituted meeting, terminate the membership of any member who becomes
indigible for membership or sugpend or expd any membe who shdl bein default of the payment of
duesfor thepeaiodfixed in Article 11, Section 3 of these By-laws.

SECTION 5. Resigndion:

Any member may resign by filing a written resignation with the Secretary, but such terminaion
shdl not relieve the membe of the obligaion to pay any dues, assessments, or other charges
outstanding and unpad.

SECTION 6. Reingatement:

Upon written request signed by a former member and filed with the Secretary the Board of
Directors may, by affirmative vote of two-thirds of members of the Boad, reindate such former
member to membership uponsuch terms as the Board of Directors may deem appropriate.

SECTION 7. Trander of Membership:
Membership in this corporationis nottranderable or assignable.
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ARTICLE IV
MEETING OF MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1. Annud Membership Meeting:
The Annud Membership Meeting of the Club shdl be hdd beween November 15 and Januay
15 of thefollowing year, the exact dae and time thereof to be determined by the Board of Directors.

SECTION 2. Special Meetings
Special meetingsof the members may becalled either by the President, the Board of Directors,
or notless than onetenth of themembers.

SECTION 3. Place of Mesting:
The Boad of Directors shdl designae a time and a place, either in or out of the State of
California, asthesite for any Annud or Special Membership Meetings

SECTION 4. Notice of Meetings

Written or printed notice, stating the place, day and hour of any Annud or Special Membership
Meeting shall be ddivered, either persondly or by mail, to each member, not less than thirty days
before the date of such meeting, by or at the direction of the President, or the Secretary, or the persons
calling the meeting. Publication of such information in The Restorer shall conditute notification. In
case of a Special Meeting or when required by statute or by these By-laws, the purpose for which the
meeting is caled shdl be stated in the notice. If mailed, the notice of a meeting shdl be deemed as
ddivered ontheday onwhich it is deposted in the United States mail, addressed to the member at his
address as it appears on therecords of the Corporation with pogage thereon prepad.

ARTICLEV
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION 1. Genera Powers:
Theaffairs of the corporation shdl be managed by its Board of Directors.

SECTION 2. Number and Tenure:

The numbe of Directors shdl be nine four of whom shdl be elected for terms beginning in
even-numbered years. Each Director's elected term of office shdl befor atwo year term commencing
uponingallation and continuing until a successor shdl have been elected and installed. The Board of
Directors shdl appoint personsto fill any vacancy and unexpired terms.

SECTION 3. Qudification, Nominaion, and Elections
Electionsto the Board of Directors shdl be by written bdlot. The following procedures shdl

apply:

(A) Qudification of Candidates

To be congdered as a Nominee, a candidae must be a MAFCA member, at least 18 years of
age, and be familiar with the opaationsof MAFCA locally, regiondly and/or naiondly. No candidate
shdl beé€ligible for re-election to a third consecutive term; however, candidates shdl beeligible for re-
election after at least one year not on the Board. Candidaes, other than those running for re-election,
shdl be requested to provide references as to ther qudifications Each candidae elected will be
expected to attend scheduled Board Mesetings
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(B) Nominations
(1) By Board Action
A Nominaing Committee shdl be appointed prior to April 1 of theyear of the election,
and shdl be approved by the Board of Directors. The Nominaing Committee shdl consst of a Director
who is indigible or unwilling to run for re-election, as Charman, and member representatives from
differing geographic sectionsof the continental United States and Canada The Nominaing Committee
shdl solicit candidates from the membership at largeand shdl, if required, make further nomnaionsto
provide a date of Nominees greater than the nunber of openings on the Board. The Nominating
Committee shdl review and confirm the qudificationsof all candidaes before induding their name on
thedate of Nominees, which shdl be submitted to the Board of Directors for ther approvd.
(2) By petition to the membership
Any qudifying member shdl have his or he name indudeal directly on the date of
nomnees by submitting a pition to the Board of Directors, signed by onepercent of the membership,
and by supplying thequdification information required in sub-paragraph (B.4) of this Section.
(3) By pstitionto theBoard
Any member may petition the Board to have his or her name placed in nomnaion. The
requirements for the pdition to the Board are the same as those to the membership except it is not
necessary to secure signaures of onepercent of the membership of MAFCA.
(4) Documentation
Candidaes shdl provide (a) a biographical statement of not over 100words (b) a black
and white photbgraphic likeness of the candidae suitable for publication; and (c) three favorable letters
of reference from active members of MAFCA.

(C) Election
(1) Close of Nominaions
Thenominaionsshdl beclosed on July 1 of theyear of theelection.
(2) Mailing of bdlots
Themailing of bdlots to the members during the period of Augug 1 to Augug 15 of the
year of theelection shdl be accomplished by order of theBoard of Directors.
(3) Return and countng of bdlots
Members shdl return the marked ballots to MAFCA podmarked no later than Octobe
15 of the year of the election. Ballots shdl be counted by a committee appointed for the purpos, and
theresults verified by the Committee Charman. Ballots shdl be kept on file until ingallation of those
elected.
(4) Results
Immediately after the results have been verified, the Nominaing Committee Charman
shdl be responsble to notify in writing al candidates of the results. The results shdl be read to the
membership at the Annud Membership Meeting.
(5) Indallation
Thenewly elected Directors shdl be indalled at the Annud Membership Meeting of the
Club, which ishdd in accordance with Article IV Section 1 of these bylaws.
(6) Waiver of Election
If, after the close of nomnations the number of people nomnaed for the Board is not
more than the number of the directors to be elected, the Board of Directors may, withoutfurther action,
declare tha those nomnaed and qudified to be elected have been elected.

SECTION 4. Regular Mesetings

The Boad of Directors may provide by resolution the time and place, either within or without
the State of California, for the holding of regular meetingsof the Board, without other notice than such
resolution.
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SECTION 5. Special Meetings

Specia meetingsof the Board of Directors may be called by, or at therequest of, the President
or any two Directors. The person or personsauthorized to call Special Meetingsof the Board may fix
any place, eithe within or without the State of California, as the place for hdding any such Specidl
Meeting of the Board of Directors called by them.

SECTION 6. Notice:

Notice of a Specia Meeting of the Board of Directors shdl be given at least two days previous
thereto by a written notice ddivered persondly or sent by mail or by telegram to each Director at the
address shown by the Records of the Corporation. Any Director may waive notice of any meeting. The
attendance of a Director at any meeting shdl conditute awaiver of notice of such meeting.

SECTION 7. Quorum:

A majority of the Board of Directors shdl congitute a quoum for the transaction of busness at
any meeting of the Boad, provided tha if less than a mgjority of the directors are present at said
meeting, a maority of thedirectors present may adjoum the meeting withoutfurther notice.

SECTION 8. Manne of Acting:
Theaction of amagjority of the Directors present at a meeting at which aquomumis present shall
betheact of theBoad of Directors, except where otherwise provided by law or these By-laws.

SECTION 9. Vacandes:

Any vacancy occurring in the Board of Directors, or any Directorship to befilled by reason of
increase in the nunmber of Directors, shdl befilled by the Board of Directors. A Director appointed to
fill avacancy shdl be appointed for the unexpired term of the predecessor in office. Terms of Directors
appointed by reason of inarease in the nunbe of Directors shdl be consistent with Section 2 of this
Article.

SECTION 10. Compensation:
Directors shdl not receive any salaries for thar services. No Director, spous, son or daughter
of any Director may be employed by the Club or perform services for the Club for compensation.

SECTION 11 Removd:
Any membe of the Board of Directors may be removed by two-thirds approva of the full
Board of Directors whenever such Director's peformance is detrimental to thewelfare of the Club.

SECTION 12 Indamnnification of Directors and Officers:

Each Director and Officer of the Corporation now or hereafter serving as such, shdl be
indemnified by the Corparation agang any and al claims and liabilities to which he has or shall
become subject by reason of serving or having served as such Director or Officer, or by reason of any
action aleged to have been taken, omitted, or neglected by him as such Director or Officer and the
Corporation shdl reimburse each such peson for al legd expenses reasonably incurred by him in
connection with any such claim or liability provided, however, tha no such person shdl beindannified
agang, or bereimbursed for any expense incurred in connection with, any claim or liability arising out
of his own willful miscondud or gross neggligence. Indemnification by the Corporation shdl be in
accordance with the law and procedures as set forth in Sections 7237 and 7238 of the Non+ Profit
Corporation Law of the State of California.

SECTION 13. Insurance:
The corporation may purchase and maintain on behdf of any person who is or was a Director,
Officer, Agent or Employee of the Corporation, or who is or was serving at the request of the
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Corporation as a Director, Officer, Employee or Agent of another Corparation, partnership, joint
venture, trug or other enterprise, agang liability asserted agang, and incurred by, said peson in any
such capecity, or arising out of ther status as such, whether or not the Corporation would have the
express power to indamnify them agang such liability unde provisions of the Article of the Non-
Profit Corporation Law of the State of California

ARTICLE VI
OFFICERS, DIRECTORSAND STAFF

SECTION 1. Officers:

The Officers of the corporation shdl be President, oneor more Vice Presidents (nunber thereof
to be deermined by the Boad of Directors), Treasurer, Secretary and such other officers as may be
elected in accordance with the provisions of this Article. The Board of Directors may appoint from
time to time, a any meeting duly called under these By-laws, such other Officers, induding, but not
necessarily limited to one or more Assistant Treasurers, and one or more Assistant Secretaries, as it
shdl deem desirable, such Officers to have the authorty and perform the duties prescribed from time to
time by the Board of Directors. Any two or more offices may be hdd by the same person, except the
offices of President and Secretary.

SECTION 2. Election. Term of Office:

Officers of the Club shdl be elected annudly by the Board of Directors, at the regular annual
meeting of the Board of Directors. Vacandes may be filled or new offices created and filled at any
meeting of the Board of Directors. Each such Officer shdl hold office until a successor shdl have been
duly elected.

SECTION 3. Removd.:

Any Officer or Agent elected or appointed by the Board of Directors may be removed by the
Board of Directors whenever, in its judgnent, the best interests of the corporation would be served
thereby, but such removd shdl be withou prejudice to the contract rights, if any, of the peson so
removed.

SECTION 4. Vacandes:
A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removd, disqudification or otherwise,
may befilled by theBoard of Directors for the unexpired portion of theterm.

SECTION 5. President:

The Presdent shdl be the prindpd executive officer of the corporation and shdl, in generd,
supevise and control all of thebusness and affairs of the corporation. He shdl presideat all Meetings
of the Members and of the Board of Directors. He may sign, with the Secretary or any other prope
Officer of the corporation authorized by the Board of Directors, any deeds mortgages, bonds
contracts, or other ingruments which the Board of Directors has authorized to be executed, except in
cases where signing and execution thereof shdl be expressy ddegaed by the Board of Directors or
these By-laws or by statute to some othe Officer or Agent of the corporation; and in genea shall
perform al duties as may beprescribed by the Board of Directors.

SECTION 6. Vice Presdent:

In the absence of the Presdent, or in the event of his inability or refusal to act, the Vice
President (or in the event there is more than onevice president, the vice presidentsin order designaed,
or in the absence of any designaion, then in order of thar election) shadl peform the duties of the
President, and when so acting, shdl have all powers of, and be subject to al the restrictionsupon,the
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President. Any Vice President shdl perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to
him by thePresident or the Board of Directors.

SECTION 7. Treasurer:

If so required by the Boad of Directors, the Treasurer shdl give a bond for the faithful
discharge of his duties in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the Board of Directors shdl
determine He shdl have charge and custody of, and beresponsble for, al fundsand securities of the
Corporation; receive and give receipt for monies due and payable to the Corporation from any source
whasoever, and depost all such moniesin the name of the Corporation in such banks trug companies,
or other depostories as shall be selected in accordance with the provisionsof Article VII of these By-
laws,; and in genera perform all duties inaddent to the office of Treasurer and such other duties as from
time to time may beassigned to him by the President or by the Board of Directors.

SECTION 8. Secretary:

The Secretary shdl keep Minutes of the Meetingsof the Members and of the Board -7 -
Directors in one or more books provided for tha purpose; see tha al notices are duly given in
accordance with the provisionsof these By-laws or as required by law; be cugodian of the Corporate
records and of the Seal of the Corporation, and see that the Seal of the Corporation is affixed to al
doauments, the execution of which on behdf of the Corporation unde its Sedl is duly authorized in
accordance with the provisions of these By-laws; keep a register of the Pog Office address of each
member which shdl be furnished to the Secretary by such member; and in genea peform al duties
inddent to the office of Secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by
the President or Board of Directors.

SECTION 9. Assistant Treasurers and Assistant Secretaries:

If required by the Board of Directors, the Assistant Treasurers shdl give bondfor the faithful
discharge of their duties in such sums and with such sureties as the Board of Directors shdl determine
The Assistant Treasurer and Assistant Secretary, in general, shdl peform such duties as may be
assignad them by the Treasurer, Secretary, President, or Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VII
COMMITTEES

SECTION 1. Committees of Directors:

The Boad of Directors, by resolution adopted by a majority of the Directors in office, may
designae one or more Committees, each of which shdl consst of two or more Directors, which
committees, to the extent provided in said resolution, shdl have and exercise the authority of the Board
of Directors; but the designaion of such committees and the dd egaion of authority thereto shdl not
opeaate to relieve the Board of Directors, or any individud Director, of any responsbility imposed
uponit by law.

SECTION 2. Other Committees:

Other committees, not having and exercising the authority of the Board of Directors in the
management of the Corporation may be designaed by a resolution adopted by a mgjority of the
Directors present at a meeting at which a quomum is present. Except as othewise provided in such
resolution, members of each such committee shdl be MAFCA members and the President shdl appoint
the members thereof. Any member thereof may be removed by the person or persons authorized to
appoint such member whenever in ther judgnent the best interest of the corporation shdl be served by
such removd.
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SECTION 3. Term of Office:

Each member of a committee shdl continueas such until he/'sheis re-appointed or until higher
successor is appointed, unless the committee shdl be sooneg terminaed, or unless such membe be
removed from such committee, or unless such membe shdl cease to qudify as a member thereof.

SECTION 4. Committee Charman:
Onemember of each committee shdl beappointed Charman.

SECTION 5. Vacandes:
Vacandes in the membership of any committee may befilled by appointment madein the same
manne as provided in the case of theorigind appantments.

SECTION 6. Quorum:

Unless otherwise provided in the resolution of the Board of Directors designaing a committee,
a mgjority of the whole committee shdl constitute a quorum and the act of a mgjority of the members
present at a meeting at which aquaumis present shdl bethe act of thecommittee.

SECTION 7. Rules:
Each committee may adoptrules for its own govenment notinconsstent with these By- laws or
with rules adopted by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VIII
CONTRACTS, CHECKS, DEPOSITSAND FUNDS

SECTION 1. Contracts:

TheBoad of Directors may authorize any officer or officers, agent or agents of the corporation,
in addition to the officers so authorized by these By-laws, to enter into any contract or execute and
ddiver any ingrument in the name of and on behdf of the corporation and such authority may be
genaa or confined to specific ingances.

SECTION 2. Checks, Drafts, etc.:

All checks, drafts, or othe orders for the payment of money, notes or other evidences of
indebtedness issued in the name of the corporation shdl be signed by such officer or officers, agent or
agents of the corporation and in such manne as shdl from time to time be determined by resolution of
the Boad of Directors. In the absence of such determinaion by the Boad of Directors, such
ingruments shdl besigned by thetreasurer or an assistant treasurer, and counersigned by the president
or avice president of the corporation.

SECTION 3. Deposts
All fundsof the corporation shdl be deposted from time to time to the credit of the corporation
in such banks trug companies, or othe depostories as the Board of Directors may select.

SECTION 4. Gifts:
The Boad of Directors may accept on behdf of the corporation any contribution, gift, bequest
or devise for thegenera purposes or any specia purpo< of the corporation.
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ARTICLE IX
CHAPTERS

SECTION 1. Chater:

A Charter shall be granted by the Board of Directors of the Modd A Ford Club of America
(hereindter called the Nationd Club) to each prospective chagpter tha meets all requirements to form
said chapter.

SECTION 2. Membership:

The Officers and govening body of each chapter shdl be MAFCA membes. Each chapter
shdl regularly publicize and encourage suppot of al MAFCA policies and programs. Each chapter
shdl strongly advocate tha al its membeas be MAFCA members. MAFCA membership shdl not,
however, be a prerequisite to membership in a chapter.

SECTION 3. Application:

Application for formation of a Chgpter shdl be madeto the Board of Directors of the Nationd
Club in the from of a pdition, which shdl be duly signed by a minimum of five (5) personswho are
members of theNationd Club.

SECTION 4. Revocation of Charter:

Any Chapter may have its charter revoked by the Board of Directors of the Nationd Club for
failure to conform to the purposes as stated in Article 11 of these By-laws, failure to have meetingsat
least onee per year, or failure to maintain annud contact with the Nationd Club. If a Charter is
revoked, and a Chapter dissolved, the Board of Directors of the Nationd Club must provide 30 days
written notice to the affected Chgpter of a scheduled hearing date. If, as a result of the hearing, the
Board and Chapter are unable to resolve theissues, thedissolution shdl then become find.

ARTICLE X
REGIONS

SECTION 1. Definition:
A Region shall consst of a minimum of five (5) chatered Chapters, representing a defined
geographic area which shdl not coincdde nor interfere with any other Region'sboundaies.

SECTION 2. Chater:
Upon affirmative action by the Board of Directors, a chater shdl be granted to each
progpective Region submitting a petition and meeting the requirements prescribed in these By-laws.

SECTION 3. Application:

Application for recognition as a Region shadl bemadeto theBoad of Directorsin theform of a
petition signed by a minimum of five (5) Officers and/or members, all of whomare MAFCA members,
from each Chepter requesting affiliation with the progoective Region.

SECTION 4. Requirements:

The Officers and goveaning body of each Region shdl be MAFCA members. Each Region shdl
regularly publicize and encourage suppot of al MAFCA policies and programs. Each Region shall
strongly advocate that al its members be a MAFCA member; however, MAFCA membership shdl not
be a prerequisite to membership in a Region. Regions shdl remain subservient to the desires of the
majority of the Chapters affiliated with the Region.
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SECTION 5. Changes:

Any additions or terminaions of Chapters affiliated with a Region shdl be reported by the
Region to the Board of Directors within 30 days of such additionsor terminations Said notice shdl be
duly signed by at least five (5) Officers and/or members of the Region induding at least onefrom the
affected Chapter.

SECTION 6. Revocation of Charter:

Any Region may have its chater revoked by the Board of Directors for failure to conform to
the purmposes as stated in Article 11 of these By-laws, failure to maintain the requirements, or failure to
maintain annud contact with MAFCA. If achater isto berevoked, and a Region dissolved, the Board
of Directors mug provide 30 days written notice to the affected Region of a scheduled hearing dae. If,
as aresult of the hearing, the Board and Region are unable to resolve the issues, the dissolution shdl
then become find.

ARTICLE Xl
SPECIAL INTEREST GROUPS

SECTION 1. Definition:

A Specia Interest Group shdl congst of a group of chartered Modd A hobbysts organized in
an unddined geographic area who share a common interest in a paticular Modd A Body Style or
Modd ainterest.

SECTION 2. Chater

Upon affirmative action by the Board of Directors, a chater shdl be granted to each
progpective Specia Interest Group submitting a petition and meeting the requirements prescribed in
these By-laws. The Officers and Governing Body of each Specia Interest Group shdl be MAFCA
members. Each Specia Interest Group shdl regularly publicize and encourage suppot of al MAFCA
policies and programs. Each Special Interest Group shdl strongly advocate that all its members be
MAFCA members. MAFCA membership shall not, however, be a prerequisite to membership in a
Specia Interest Group

ARTICLE XIlI
THE CERTIFICATESOF MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1. Certificates of Membership:

The Boad of Directors may provide for the issuance of certificates evidendang membership in
the corporation, which shdl bein such form as may be deermined by the Board. The name and address
of each member, and the dae of issuance of the certificate shdl be entered on the records of the
corporation. If any certificate shdl become log, mutilated or destroyed, a new certificate may beissued
therefore uponsuch terms and conditionsas the Board of Directors may determine

SECTION 2. Issuance of Certificates:

When a membe has been elected to membership and has pad any initiation fee and dues that
may berequired, a Certificate of Membership shdl beissued in his name and ddivered to said member
by the Secretary if the Board of Directors shdl have provided for the issuance of certificates of
membership unde the provisonsof Section 1 of this Article.
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ARTICLE XIII
BOOKSAND RECORDS

The corporation shdl keep correct and complete booksand records of account and shdl aso
keep minutes of the proceedings of its members, Board of Directors, and committees having any
authornty of the Board of Directors, and shdl keep at the registered or prindpd office arecord giving
the names and addresses of the members entitled to vote. All Booksand records of the corporation may
beingected by any member, or his agent or attorney for any propa purpos at any reasonable time.

ARTICLE X1V
FISCAL YEAR

Thefiscal year of the corporation shall begin on thefirst day of July and end on the last day of
Junein each year.

ARTICLE XV

shdl have inscribed thereon the name of the corporation and the date of incorporation.

ARTICLE XVI
AMENDMENTSTO BYLAWS

SECTION 1. Proposl by Board of Directors:

A proposd amendment to the By-laws may be submitted by the Board of Directors to the
membership, who will vote on the proposd amendment by mail bdlot. If the proposd amendment
receives amgjority of thevotes, it shdl beincorporated in the By-laws of the Corporation.

SECTION 2. Proposl by Membership:

A proposd amendment to the By-laws may be submitted to the Board of Directors by means of
a pdition signed by at least 4% percent of the total active membership as of the 314 day of December
preceding the date of the submission of the petition to the Board of Directors. The Board of Directors
mug then submit the proposd amendment to the membership for ther vote not later than the next
regular annud election which occurs ningty (90) days following submission. The membership will vote
onthe proposd amendment by mail bdlot. If the proposd amendment receives a mgjority of the votes
cast, it shdl beincorporated in the By-laws of the Corporation.
