�is advertisement for a Model A Coupe was issued in June 1928.  It is titled “Built to Endure”.  �e Ad 
promotes the well built features of the Model A such as steel bodies, transverse springs and the Houdaille 
Hydraulic shock absorbers, all new innovations not found in most cars of the era.   Ford was also the  

rst car company to use shatter-proof glass in the windshield, although they didn’t use it for the side windows 
for some reason. 

�e scene seems to be on a large estate, with a slightly rural feel.  Notice the martin house in the upper right 
corner?  And the older man in the lower right corner is leaning on a shovel or other tool, alongside a wooden 
wheelbarrow.  But the younger women on the left still have a sophisticated look with their tight 
tting cloche 
hats.  My favorite detail is the little dog in the lower left who appears to be doing his business in front of  
or on the tire!  Or maybe he’s just crouching there looking at something o* the page?  You look and tell me 
what you think!
